
Things to remember before Summer Camp:  
 
Medical Forms: An up-to-date, signed medical form (or updated, if required) should have 
been given to Alan Potter as early as possible, hopefully at least two weeks in advance. 
 
Friday Night (July 25th): On the Friday night before we leave, please come to Fred Edlund’s 
house on 386 Hilton Dr. at 6:30 pm with your scout’s foot locker.  Please help us load the 
looker onto the trailer which it will be confined to until Sunday afternoon.  
 
Separate from the foot locker: Since your scout’s locker will be unavailable to him on 
Saturday; the following items will need to be packed separately (do not place these items in 
his locker) and brought with the scout on Saturday:  

• Sleeping bag and/or bedding, 
• Towel and swimsuit 
• Hygiene item(s) and a change of clothes. 
Place everything but sleeping bag and/or bedding in a book bag or small backpack to be 
carried with him.  Sleeping bag and/or bedding - please place in a nylon or cloth bag with 
his name easily seen and read on the outside.  Do not place these items in plastic trash 
bags!  They sometimes get thrown out accidentally! 

 
Do not send candy!  We will sell it or award it in camp sparingly and it can be purchased at 
the camp store anyway! 
 
Also on Friday night, bring:  
1. Medication: Any medication sent with a scout must be in the original container; place them 
in a zip-lock plastic bag with a label with the scout’s name clearly printed on it.  
If meds need refrigeration - tell us!  All meds will be given to Bob King at this time.  (Epi-
pens and/or asthma inhalers, if needed, must be carried by the scout at all times!)  
 
2. Scout Uniform: Please bring Scout’s Field (Class A) shirt on a hanger with his name on it.  
 
3. To Be Collected by Jerry Brodeur: 

• Spare locker key (or combination) 
• Group picture at camp $8.00 (optional) 
• Lobster (Wednesday dinner – optional)  $15  
• Spending money - if you’d like your son to have any spending money during his stay at 

camp (Please, small bills only, in an envelope with scout’s name on it!)
